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1Let every person be subject to the governing 
authorities. For there is no authority except from God, 
and those that exist have been instituted by God.  
 

 

2Therefore whoever resists the authorities resists what 
God has appointed, and those who resist will incur 
judgment.  
 

 

 

 

3For rulers are not a terror to good conduct, but to bad. 
Would you have no fear of the one who is in authority? 
Then do what is good, and you will receive his approval,  
 

 

4for he is God’s servant for your good. But if you do 
wrong, be afraid, for he does not bear the sword in vain. 
For he is the servant of God, an avenger who carries out 
God’s wrath on the wrongdoer.  
 

 

5Therefore one must be in subjection, not only to avoid 
God’s wrath but also for the sake of conscience.  
 

 

6For because of this you also pay taxes, for the 
authorities are ministers of God, attending to this very 
thing.  
 

 

7Pay to all what is owed to them: taxes to whom taxes 
are owed, revenue to whom revenue is owed, respect to 
whom respect is owed, honor to whom honor is owed.

Jesus	Was	NOT	a	Political	Revolutionary:	
	
Christ	never	led	a	riot,	organized	an	underground,	criticized	the	government,	or	took	the	part	of	
the	Jews	against	Rome.	He	did	not	offer	himself	as	an	advocate	against	society	on	behalf	of	any	
so-called	victim	of	social	injustice;	and,	once,	he	even	refused	to	aid	a	man	who	claimed	that	he	
had	been	robbed	of	his	inheritance	(Luke	12:13).	Jesus	Christ	was	not	a	revolutionary	in	any	
sense	of	that	word	today.	Although	it	is	true	that	his	holy	teachings	had	the	profoundest	
influence	upon	the	course	of	history,	it	was	always	as	leaven	and	not	as	dynamite	that	his	
influence	worked.1

12	For	we	do	not	wrestle	
against	flesh	and	blood,	but	against	the	rulers,	against	the	authorities,	against	the	cosmic	
powers	over	this	present	darkness,	against	the	spiritual	forces	of	evil	in	the	heavenly	places.	13	
Therefore	take	up	the	whole	armor	of	God,	that	you	may	be	able	to	withstand	in	the	evil	day,	
and	having	done	all,	to	stand	firm.	14	Stand	therefore,	having	fastened	on	the	belt	of	truth,	and	
having	put	on	the	breastplate	of	righteousness,	15	and,	as	shoes	for	your	feet,	having	put	on	the	
readiness	given	by	the	gospel	of	peace.	16	In	all	circumstances	take	up	the	shield	of	faith,	with	
which	you	can	extinguish	all	the	flaming	darts	of	the	evil	one;	17	and	take	the	helmet	of	
salvation,	and	the	sword	of	the	Spirit,	which	is	the	word	of	God,	18	praying	at	all	times	in	the	
Spirit,	with	all	prayer	and	supplication.	To	that	end	keep	alert	with	all	perseverance,	making	
supplication	for	all	the	saints,	19	and	also	for	me,	that	words	may	be	given	to	me	in	opening	my	
mouth	boldly	to	proclaim	the	mystery	of	the	gospel,	20	for	which	I	am	an	ambassador	in	chains,	
that	I	may	declare	it	boldly,	as	I	ought	to	speak.		
	
Desires	of	the	Flesh:	
	
Galatians	5:17–22	(ESV)		
17	For	the	desires	of	the	flesh	are	against	the	Spirit,	and	the	desires	of	the	Spirit	are	against	the	
flesh,	for	these	are	opposed	to	each	other,	to	keep	you	from	doing	the	things	you	want	to	do.	18	
But	if	you	are	led	by	the	Spirit,	you	are	not	under	the	law.	19	Now	the	works	of	the	flesh	are	
evident:	sexual	immorality,	impurity,	sensuality,	20	idolatry,	sorcery,	enmity,	strife,	jealousy,	fits	
of	anger,	rivalries,	dissensions,	divisions,	21	envy,	drunkenness,	orgies,	and	things	like	these.	I	
warn	you,	as	I	warned	you	before,	that	those	who	do	such	things	will	not	inherit	the	kingdom	of	
God.
