A. Pathway of the
Rebel (5-7)

1. The Downwardness of It

*To go from Zorah to
Timnah Samson’s required
travelling down rocky
mountain-gorges

“went down to Timnah” (1)

“went down with his father
and mother” (5)

“went down and talked” (7)

*Beyond the geography,
there are parallels with
downward 7/ rebellious path
of Jonah:

*Down to Joppa (Jonah 1:3)
*Down into the Ship (1:3)
*Down to the Land (2:6)

2. The Deviation of It

-Discourtesy to His
Parents

*He apparently left his
parents and rejoined them
later on the main road

“he did not tell his
father or his mother what
he had done” (6)

*Why? (Lev 11:27)

-Disregard for His
Precepts

He violated the precepts
of the Nazarite

*Vineyard (Num 6:3)
*Lion (Num 6:6,9)

Rebellious Path of Jonah

13 You shall tear down their altars and break their pillars and cut
down their Asherim # (for you shall worship no other god, for the LorD, whose name is Jealous,
is a jealous God), *° lest you make a covenant with the inhabitants of the land, and when they
whore after their gods and sacrifice to their gods and you are invited, you eat of his sacrifice,
and you take of their daughters for your sons, and their daughters whore after their gods and
make your sons whore after their gods.

Deuteronomy 7:1-4 (ESV)
