JESUS’ TEACHING ON THE SPIRIT - JOHN 14, 15, AND 16

WHO WAS THE AUDIENCE FOR JESUS’ TEACHING? - MATT 26:20

Matthew 26:17-20 (ESV)

7 Now on the first day of Unleavened Bread the disciples came to Jesus, saying, “Where will you have us
prepare for you to eat the Passover?” *® He said, “Go into the city to a certain man and say to him, ‘The
Teacher says, My time is at hand. | will keep the Passover at your house with my disciples.”” ** And the
disciples did as Jesus had directed them, and they prepared the Passover. > When it was evening, he
reclined at table with the twelve.

THE OTHER HELPER, COUNSELOR, COMFORTER - JOHN 14:16-18

John 14:16-18 (ESV)

'8 And I will ask the Father, and he will give you another Helper, to be with you forever, *’ even the Spirit
of truth, whom the world cannot receive, because it neither sees him nor knows him. You know him, for
he dwells with you and will be in you. *® “I will not leave you as orphans; | will come to you.

e Helper = napdakAntov / parakléton (v. 16) napakAntocg / paraklétos (vv. 26; 15:26; 16:7);
e Legal term - One who acts on another’s behalf as a legal advocate, advisor, or intermediary
e NIV - Advocate / KJV - Comforter / RSV — Counselor

THE SPIRIT COMES IN CHRIST’S NAME TO TEACH AND REMIND - JOHN 14:25-26

John 14:25-26 (ESV)

2> “These things | have spoken to you while | am still with you. 2 But the Helper, the Holy Spirit, whom
the Father will send in my name, he will teach you all things and bring to your remembrance all that |
have said to you.

John 15:26-27 (ESV)

26 “But when the Helper comes, whom | will send to you from the Father, the Spirit of truth, who
proceeds from the Father, he will bear witness about me. 2’ And you also will bear witness, because you
have been with me from the beginning.

THE CONVICTING MINISTRY OF THE SPIRIT - JOHN 16:5-11

John 16:5-11 (ESV)

> But now | am going to him who sent me, and none of you asks me, ‘Where are you going?” °
But because | have said these things to you, sorrow has filled your heart. ” Nevertheless, | tell
you the truth: it is to your advantage that | go away, for if | do not go away, the Helper will not
come to you. But if | go, | will send him to you. 2 And when he comes, he will convict the world
concerning sin and righteousness and judgment: ° concerning sin, because they do not believe
in me; *° concerning righteousness, because | go to the Father, and you will see me no longer; ™
concerning judgment, because the ruler of this world is judged.

THE SPIRIT AS A GUIDE INTO ALL THE TRUTH - JOHN 16:12-13

John 16:12-13 (ESV)

12 4| still have many things to say to you, but you cannot bear them now. > When the Spirit of truth
comes, he will guide you into all the truth, for he will not speak on his own authority, but whatever he
hears he will speak, and he will declare to you the things that are to come.

JESUS’ SUMMARY OF THE SPIRIT’S WORK - JOHN 16:14-15

John 16:14-15 (ESV)
* He will glorify me, for he will take what is mine and declare it to you. ** All that the Father has is mine;
therefore | said that he will take what is mine and declare it to you.
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JESUS’ TEACHING ON THE SPIRIT - JOHN 14, 15, AND 16
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John 14 (ESV)

! “Let not your hearts be troubled. Believe in God; believe also in me. 2 In my Father’s house are many
rooms. If it were not so, would | have told you that | go to prepare a place for you? * And if | go and
prepare a place for you, | will come again and will take you to myself, that where | am you may be also. *
And you know the way to where | am going.” ® Thomas said to him, “Lord, we do not know where you

are going. How can we know the way?” 6

Jesus said to him, “l am the way, and the truth, and the life. No
one comes to the Father except through me. ” If you had known me, you would have known my Father
also. From now on you do know him and have seen him.”

8 Philip said to him, “Lord, show us the Father, and it is enough for us.” % Jesus said to him, “Have |
been with you so long, and you still do not know me, Philip? Whoever has seen me has seen the Father.

How can you say, ‘Show us the Father’? *°

Do you not believe that | am in the Father and the Father is in
me? The words that | say to you | do not speak on my own authority, but the Father who dwells in me
does his works. ! Believe me that | am in the Father and the Father is in me, or else believe on account
of the works themselves.

12 «Truly, truly, | say to you, whoever believes in me will also do the works that | do; and greater works
than these will he do, because | am going to the Father. > Whatever you ask in my name, this | will do,
that the Father may be glorified in the Son. ** If you ask me anything in my name, | will do it.

Jesus answered him, “If anyone loves me, he will keep my word, and my Father will love
him, and we will come to him and make our home with him. ** Whoever does not love me does not keep
my words.

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John 15 (ESV)

1 “| am the true vine, and my Father is the vinedresser. 2 Every branch in me that does not bear fruit he
takes away, and every branch that does bear fruit he prunes, that it may bear more fruit. > Already you
are clean because of the word that | have spoken to you. * Abide in me, and | in you. As the branch
cannot bear fruit by itself, unless it abides in the vine, neither can you, unless you abide in me. ® | am the
vine; you are the branches. Whoever abides in me and | in him, he it is that bears much fruit, for apart
from me you can do nothing. ® If anyone does not abide in me he is thrown away like a branch and
withers; and the branches are gathered, thrown into the fire, and burned. 7If you abide in me, and my
words abide in you, ask whatever you wish, and it will be done for you. ® By this my Father is glorified,
that you bear much fruit and so prove to be my disciples. ° As the Father has loved me, so have | loved
you. Abide in my love. ' If you keep my commandments, you will abide in my love, just as | have kept
my Father’s commandments and abide in his love. ** These things | have spoken to you, that my joy may
be in you, and that your joy may be full.

12 “This is my commandment, that you love one another as | have loved you. * Greater love has no
one than this, that someone lay down his life for his friends. ** You are my friends if you do what |
command you. > No longer do | call you servants, for the servant does not know what his master is
doing; but | have called you friends, for all that | have heard from my Father | have made known to you.
'8 You did not choose me, but | chose you and appointed you that you should go and bear fruit and that
your fruit should abide, so that whatever you ask the Father in my name, he may give it to you. " These
things | command you, so that you will love one another.

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“I did not say these things to you from the beginning, because | was with you. ® But now | am going to
him who sent me, and none of you asks me, ‘Where are you going?’ ® But because | have said these
things to you, sorrow has filled your heart. ’ Nevertheless, | tell you the truth: it is to your advantage
that | go away, for if | do not go away, the Helper will not come to you.

they were saying, “What does he mean by ‘a little while’? We do not know what he is talking about.” 19
Jesus knew that they wanted to ask him, so he said to them, “Is this what you are asking yourselves,
what | meant by saying, ‘A little while and you will not see me, and again a little while and you will see
me’?

2% His disciples said, “Ah, now you are speaking plainly and not using figurative speech! ** Now we
know that you know all things and do not need anyone to question you; this is why we believe that you
came from God.” * Jesus answered them, “Do you now believe? ** Behold, the hour is coming, indeed it
has come, when you will be scattered, each to his own home, and will leave me alone. Yet | am not
alone, for the Father is with me. ** | have said these things to you, that in me you may have peace. In the

The term paraklétos only occurs in the NT writings associated with the apostle John. In secular contexts,
the Greek word indicated a legal representative or lawyer who would intercede before the court on behalf
of someone else.

The Gospel of John assigns the title of paraklétos to the Holy Spirit (John 14:16-17; 14:26; 15:26). The
word occurs four times in the context of Jesus’ farewell conversation with His disciples (John 14:16, 26;
15:26; 16:7). During this discourse, Jesus promises the disciples that He will send another paraklétos to
be in them and with them forever (John 14:16-17), implying that Jesus has already served as a paraklétos
for His followers. Thus, as “another” like Jesus, the paraklétos will mediate the presence of Christ. The
paraklétos’ role of mediating the presence of Christ is also suggested in Jesus’ post-resurrection promise
to manifest Himself to those who love Him, an appearance that the world will not be able to see (John
14:17-21). The paraklétos’ task of teaching the disciples and reminding them of all that Jesus taught them
(John 14:26) further mediates Jesus’ presence with the disciples after His resurrection and ascension,
providing them with comfort and consolation in Jesus’ absence.
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The connotations of paraklétos as one who acts as an advocate for another are present in the Gospel of
John when the term was employed to describe one who was given to testify, argue or advocate alongside
the disciples to the world concerning God’s saving truth, manifested in the person of Jesus (John 15:25-
26). The paraklétos is further described as a prosecutor, exposing the world with respect to its sin of
unbelief (John 16:7-11).

The only other occurrence of the word is in 1 John 2:1 where Jesus serves as a paraklétos, advocating in
the court of heaven with the Father, on the sinner’s behalf.
