“We” sections in Acts (16:10-17;, 20:5 - 21:1-18)

After ﬁ were brought safely through, we then learned that the
island was called Malta. <- 58 miles south of Sicily

2The native people showed us unusual kindness, for they kindled a
fire and welcomed us all, because it had begun to rain and was cold.

3When Paul had gathered a bundle of sticks and put them on the
fire, a viper came out because of the heat and fastened on his hand.

“When the native people saw the creature hanging from his hand,
they said to one another, “No doubt this man is a murderer. Though
he has escaped from the sea, Justice has not allowed him to live.”

He, however, shook off the creature into the fire and suffered no
harm.

®They were waiting for him to swell up or suddenly fall down dead.
But when they had waited a long time and saw no misfortune come
to him, they changed their minds and said that he was a god.

"Now in the neighborhood of that place were lands belonging to the
chief man of the island, named Publius, who received us and
entertained us hospitably for three days.

81t happened that the father of Publius lay sick with fever and
dysentery. And Paul visited him and prayed, and putting his hands
on him, healed him.

?And when this had taken place, the rest of the people on the island
who had diseases also came and were cured.

9They also honored us greatly, and when we were about to sail,
they put on board whatever we needed.

Y After three months we set sail in a ship that had wintered in the
island, a ship of Alexandria, with the twin gods as a figurehead.

2Putting in at Syracuse, we stayed there for three days.

3And from there we made a circuit and arrived at Rhegium. And
after one day a south wind sprang up, and on the second day we
came to Puteoli.

“There we found brothers and were invited to stay with them for
seven days. And so we came to Rome.

15And the brothers there, when they heard about us, came as far as
the Forum of Appius and Three Taverns to meet us. On seeing them,
Paul thanked God and took courage.

1And when we came into Rome, Paul was allowed to stay by
himself, with the soldier who guarded him. <- private Quarters
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Chapter 28 (1-31)

“‘native people” (2,4)
-Lit. “Barbarians”
-Onomatopoeia: to the

Greeks and Romans
strange languages
sounded like “bar-
bar-bar” (Col 3:11)

-Connotation today is
savage or primitive
-In Paul’s time, it
simply meant that
their language was

strange (foreign).

-Same as in 27:5-6

“twin gods” (11)

-Likely Castor and
Pollux

-The sons of Leda,
queen of Sparta, who
in Greek mythology
were transformed by
Zeus into twin gods
represented by the
constellation
Gemini.

We / Us (16)

-End of final “we”
section in Acts.

- From Col 4:10-14
and Phil 23-24, Luke
and Aristarchus must
have remained with
Paul in Rome.

23When they had appointed a day for him, they came to him at his
lodging in greater numbers. From morning till evening he
expounded to them, testifying to the kingdom of God and trying to
convince them about Jesus both from the Law of Moses and from
the Prophets.

24And some were convinced by what he said, but others disbelieved.

2And disagreeing among themselves, they departed after Paul had
made one statement: “The Holy Spirit was right in saying to your
fathers through Isaiah the prophet: . 755 6.9-10

30He lived there two whole years at his own expense, and welcomed
all who came to him,

Was A God

Acts 14:8-18 (ESV)

8 Now at Lystra there was a man sitting who could not use his feet. He was crippled
from birth and had never walked. ° He listened to Paul speaking. And Paul, looking
intently at him and seeing that he had faith to be made well, 1° said in a loud voice,
“Stand upright on your feet.” And he sprang up and began walking. * And when the
crowds saw what Paul had done, they lifted up their voices, saying in Lycaonian, “The
gods have come down to us in the likeness of men!” 12 Barnabas they called Zeus, and
Paul, Hermes, because he was the chief speaker. 1> And the priest of Zeus, whose
temple was at the entrance to the city, brought oxen and garlands to the gates and
wanted to offer sacrifice with the crowds. * But when the apostles Barnabas and Paul
heard of it, they tore their garments and rushed out into the crowd, crying out, > “Men,
why are you doing these things? We also are men, of like nature with you, and we bring
you good news, that you should turn from these vain things to a living God, who made
the heaven and the earth and the sea and all that is in them. ¢ In past generations he
allowed all the nations to walk in their own ways. ” Yet he did not leave himself without
witness, for he did good by giving you rains from heaven and fruitful seasons, satisfying
your hearts with food and gladness.” *® Even with these words they scarcely restrained
the people from offering sacrifice to them.

Hope of Israel

Acts 23:6 (ESV)

cried out in the council, “Brothers, | am a Pharisee, a son of Pharisees. It is with respect
to the hope and the resurrection of the dead that | am on trial.”

Acts 24:21 (ESV)
21 other than this one thing that | cried out while standing among them: ‘It is with
respect to the resurrection of the dead that | am on trial before you this day.” ”

Convince Them

Acts 13:17-41 (ESV)

7 The God of this people Israel chose our fathers and made the people great during
their stay in the land of Egypt, and with uplifted arm he led them out of it. ¥ And for
about forty years he put up with them in the wilderness. ° And after destroying seven
nations in the land of Canaan, he gave them their land as an inheritance. 2° All this took
about 450 years. And after that he gave them judges until Samuel the prophet. 2! Then
they asked for a king, and God gave them Saul the son of Kish, a man of the tribe of
Benjamin, for forty years. 22 And when he had removed him, he raised up David to be
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their king, of whom he testified and said, ‘I have found in David the son of Jesse a man
after my heart, who will do all my will.” 23 Of this man’s offspring God has brought to
Israel a Savior, Jesus, as he promised. 2% Before his coming, John had proclaimed a
baptism of repentance to all the people of Israel. 2> And as John was finishing his course,
he said, ‘What do you suppose that | am? | am not he. No, but behold, after me one is
coming, the sandals of whose feet | am not worthy to untie.’

26 “Brothers, sons of the family of Abraham, and those among you who fear God, to
us has been sent the message of this salvation. 2’ For those who live in Jerusalem and
their rulers, because they did not recognize him nor understand the utterances of the
prophets, which are read every Sabbath, fulfilled them by condemning him. 28 And
though they found in him no guilt worthy of death, they asked Pilate to have him
executed. 2° And when they had carried out all that was written of him, they took him
down from the tree and laid him in a tomb. 3° But God raised him from the dead, 3 and
for many days he appeared to those who had come up with him from Galilee to
Jerusalem, who are now his witnesses to the people. 32 And we bring you the good news
that what God promised to the fathers, 33 this he has fulfilled to us their children by
raising Jesus, as also it is written in the second Psalm,

“‘You are my Son,
today | have begotten you.’

3% And as for the fact that he raised him from the dead, no more to return to corruption,
he has spoken in this way,

“‘I will give you the holy and sure blessings of David.’
35 Therefore he says also in another psalm,
“‘You will not let your Holy One see corruption.’

36 For David, after he had served the purpose of God in his own generation, fell asleep
and was laid with his fathers and saw corruption, 37 but he whom God raised up did not
see corruption. 3 Let it be known to you therefore, brothers, that through this man
forgiveness of sins is proclaimed to you, 3° and by him everyone who believes is freed
from everything from which you could not be freed by the law of Moses. *° Beware,
therefore, lest what is said in the Prophets should come about:

41 “ Look, you scoffers,
be astounded and perish;
for 1 am doing a work in your days,
a work that you will not believe, even if one tells it to you.””
