Matthew 7:1-5 (ESV)

1"judge not, that you be not judged. % For with the judgment you pronounce you will be judged,
and with the measure you use it will be measured to you. * Why do you see the speck that is in
your brother's eye, but do not notice the log that is in your own eye? * Or how can you say to
your brother, 'Let me take the speck out of your eye,' when there is the log in your own eye? ®
You hypocrite, first take the log out of your own eye, and then you will see clearly to take the
speck out of your brother's eye.

Romans 1:18-32 (ESV)

18 For the wrath of God is revealed from heaven against all ungodliness and unrighteousness of
men, who by their unrighteousness suppress the truth. '° For what can be known about God is
plain to them, because God has shown it to them. ?° For his invisible attributes, namely, his
eternal power and divine nature, have been clearly perceived, ever since the creation of the
world, in the things that have been made.

Romans 3:1-2 (ESV)
1Then what advantage has the Jew? Or what is the value of circumcision? > Much in every way.
To begin with, the Jews were entrusted with the oracles of God.

Matthew 23:1-36 (ESV)

! Then Jesus said to the crowds and to his disciples, 2 “The scribes and the Pharisees sit on
Moses’ seat, 3so do and observe whatever they tell you, but not the works they do. For they
preach, but do not practice. * They tie up heavy burdens, hard to bear, and lay them on people’s
shoulders, but they themselves are not willing to move them with their finger. ®> They do all their
deeds to be seen by others. For they make their phylacteries broad and their fringes long, ¢ and
they love the place of honor at feasts and the best seats in the synagogues ” and greetings in the
marketplaces and being called rabbi by others.  But you are not to be called rabbi, for you have
one teacher, and you are all brothers. ® And call no man your father on earth, for you have one
Father, who is in heaven. 1 Neither be called instructors, for you have one instructor, the Christ.
1 The greatest among you shall be your servant. 2 Whoever exalts himself will be humbled, and
whoever humbles himself will be exalted.

13 “But woe to you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! For you shut the kingdom of heaven in
people’s faces. For you neither enter yourselves nor allow those who would enter to go in.

For you travel across sea and land to make a
single proselyte, and when he becomes a proselyte, you make him twice as much a child of hell
as yourselves.

B “Woe to you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! For you tithe mint and dill and cumin, and
have neglected the weightier matters of the law: justice and mercy and faithfulness. These you
ought to have done, without neglecting the others. 2 You blind guides, straining out a gnat and
swallowing a camel!

5 “Woe to you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! For you clean the outside of the cup and the
plate, but inside they are full of greed and self-indulgence. 26 You blind Pharisee! First clean the
inside of the cup and the plate, that the outside also may be clean.
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27 “\Woe to you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! For you are like whitewashed tombs, which
outwardly appear beautiful, but within are full of dead people’s bones and all uncleanness. 2So
you also outwardly appear righteous to others, but within you are full of hypocrisy and
lawlessness.

Circumcision:

25-27 If the law was the major distinctive of the Jews, a close second was circumcision. As with
the law, so with circumcision, the nation was guilty of placing unwarranted confidence in the
rite. Jewish tradition pictures Abraham as sitting at the gate of Gehenna to insure that no
circumcised person be allowed to enter perdition (Gen R xlviii). The view that only circumcised
children shared in the world to come was commonly held. Circumcision was to Jewry what
baptism is to those who maintain baptismal regeneration. In dividing men into two classes,
circumcised and uncircumcised, the Jews were in effect indicating those who were saved and
those who were not.?

Genesis 17:9-14 (ESV)

 And God said to Abraham, "As for you, you shall keep my covenant, you and your offspring
after you throughout their generations. 1° This is my covenant, which you shall keep, between
me and you and your offspring after you: Every male among you shall be circumcised. ** You
shall be circumcised in the flesh of your foreskins, and it shall be a sign of the covenant between
me and you. 2 He who is eight days old among you shall be circumcised. Every male throughout
