2150 one of the men who have accompanied us during all the time that the Lord Jesus went in
and out among us, > beginning from the baptism of John until the day when he was taken up
from us—one of these men must become with us a witness to his resurrection.”

him. *And falling to the ground he heard a voice saying to him, “Saul, Saul, why are you
persecuting me?” > And he said, “Who are you, Lord?” And he said, “I am Jesus, whom you are
persecuting. ®But rise and enter the city, and you will be told what you are to do.” ” The men
who were traveling with him stood speechless, hearing the voice but seeing no one. ®Saul rose
from the ground, and although his eyes were opened, he saw nothing. So they led him by the
hand and brought him into Damascus. ° And for three days he was without sight, and neither ate
nor drank.

Y Now there was a disciple at Damascus named Ananias. The Lord said to him in a vision,
“Ananias.” And he said, “Here | am, Lord.” ** And the Lord said to him, “Rise and go to the street
called Straight, and at the house of Judas look for a man of Tarsus named Saul, for behold, he is
praying, *?and he has seen in a vision a man named Ananias come in and lay his hands on him so
that he might regain his sight.” ** But Ananias answered, “Lord, | have heard from many about
this man, how much evil he has done to your saints at Jerusalem. ** And here he has authority
from the chief priests to bind all who call on your name.”

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is a chosen instrument of mine to carry my name before the Gentiles and kings and the children
of Israel. *® For I will show him how much he must suffer for the sake of my name.” *’ So Ananias
departed and entered the house. And laying his hands on him he said, “Brother Saul, the Lord
Jesus who appeared to you on the road by which you came has sent me so that you may regain
your sight and be filled with the Holy Spirit.” *®* And immediately something like scales fell from
his eyes, and he regained his sight. Then he rose and was baptized; ¥and taking food, he was
strengthened.

Acts 22:1-16 (ESV)
“Brothers and fathers, hear the defense that | now make before you.”

2And when they heard that he was addressing them in the Hebrew language, they became even
more quiet. And he said:

3“I am a Jew, born in Tarsus in Cilicia, but brought up in this city, educated at the feet of
Gamaliel according to the strict manner of the law of our fathers, being zealous for God as all of
you are this day. *1 persecuted this Way to the death, binding and delivering to prison both men
and women, ”as the high priest and the whole council of elders can bear me witness.

And he said to me, ‘I am
Jesus of Nazareth, whom you are persecuting.” ° Now those who were with me saw the light but
did not understand the voice of the one who was speaking to me. 0 And | said, ‘What shall | do,
Lord?’ And the Lord said to me, ‘Rise, and go into Damascus, and there you will be told all that is
appointed for you to do.’ ** And since | could not see because of the brightness of that light, |
was led by the hand by those who were with me, and came into Damascus.

Salvation From God Through Christ

Romans 3:21-31 (ESV)

2LBut now the righteousness of God has been manifested apart from the law, although the Law
and the Prophets bear witness to it— *the righteousness of God through faith in Jesus Christ
for all who believe. For there is no distinction: 2 for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of
God, *and are justified by his grace as a gift, through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus,

% whom God put forward as a propitiation by his blood, to be received by faith. This was to
show God’s righteousness, because in his divine forbearance he had passed over former sins.
%t was to show his righteousness at the present time, so that he might be just and the justifier
of the one who has faith in Jesus.

? Then what becomes of our boasting? It is excluded. By what kind of law? By a law of works?
No, but by the law of faith. ?® For we hold that one is justified by faith apart from works of the
law. 2 Or is God the God of Jews only? Is he not the God of Gentiles also? Yes, of Gentiles also,
¥ since God is one—who will justify the circumcised by faith and the uncircumcised through
faith. ** Do we then overthrow the law by this faith? By no means! On the contrary, we uphold
the law.

Jesus is the Only Way

John 3:16-18 (ESV)

% “For God so loved the world, that he gave his only Son, that whoever believes in him should
not perish but have eternal life. *” For God did not send his Son into the world to condemn the
world, but in order that the world might be saved through him. ®* Whoever believes in him is not
condemned, but whoever does not believe is condemned already, because he has not believed
in the name of the only Son of God.
