Keeping God’s Commandments

James 2:14-26 (ESV)

“What good is it, my brothers, if someone says he has faith but does not have works?
Can that faith save him? I a brother or sister is poorly clothed and lacking in daily
food, *®and one of you says to them, "Go in peace, be warmed and filled," without
giving them the things needed for the body, what good is that? *’ So also faith by itself,
if it does not have works, is dead. *® But someone will say, "You have faith and | have
works." Show me your faith apart from your works, and | will show you my faith by my
works. ¥ You believe that God is one; you do well. Even the demons believe—and
shudder! *° Do you want to be shown, you foolish person, that faith apart from works is
useless? 2! Was not Abraham our father justified by works when he offered up his son
Isaac on the altar? ** You see that faith was active along with his works, and faith was
completed by his works; 2 and the Scripture was fulfilled that says, "Abraham believed
God, and it was counted to him as righteousness"— and he was called a friend of God. **
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You see that a person is justified by works and not by faith alone. > And in the same way
was not also Rahab the prostitute justified by works when she received the messengers
and sent them out by another way? 2® For as the body apart from the spirit is dead, so
also faith apart from works is dead.

Romans 6:1-4 (ESV)

! What shall we say then? Are we to continue in sin that grace may abound? *By no
means! How can we who died to sin still live in it? > Do you not know that all of us who
have been baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? * We were buried
therefore with him by baptism into death, in order that, just as Christ was raised from
the dead by the glory of the Father, we too might walk in newness of life.

Ephesians 2:8-10 (ESV)

8 For by grace you have been saved through faith. And this is not your own doing; it is
the gift of God, ° not a result of works, so that no one may boast. *° For we are his
workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand,
that we should walk in them.

preached peace to you who were far off and peace to those who were near. *® For
through him we both have access in one Spirit to the Father. '° So then you are no
longer strangers and aliens, but you are fellow citizens with the saints and members of
the household of God, *° built on the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Christ
Jesus himself being the cornerstone, 2 in whom the whole structure, being joined
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together, grows into a holy temple in the Lord. ?*In him you also are being built
together into a dwelling place for God by the Spirit.

Galatians 5:13-26 (ESV)

13 For you were called to freedom, brothers. Only do not use your freedom as an
opportunity for the flesh, but through love serve one another. ** For the whole law is
fulfilled in one word: “You shall love your neighbor as yourself.” * But if you bite and
devour one another, watch out that you are not consumed by one another.

' But I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not gratify the desires of the flesh. *’ For the
desires of the flesh are against the Spirit, and the desires of the Spirit are against the
flesh, for these are opposed to each other, to keep you from doing the things you want
to do. *® But if you are led by the Spirit, you are not under the law. ** Now the works of
the flesh are evident: sexual immorality, impurity, sensuality, 20 idolatry, sorcery, enmity,
strife, jealousy, fits of anger, rivalries, dissensions, divisions, zn envy, drunkenness,
orgies, and things like these. | warn you, as | warned you before, that those who do such
things will not inherit the kingdom of God. #? But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace,
patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, 2 gentleness, self-control; against such
things there is no law. 2* And those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the flesh
with its passions and desires.
