Circumcision of the Heart

Romans 2:25-29 (ESV)

25 For circumcision indeed is of value if you obey the law, but if you break the law, your
circumcision becomes uncircumcision. 26 So, if a man who is uncircumcised keeps the
precepts of the law, will not his uncircumcision be regarded as circumcision? 2’ Then he
who is physically uncircumcised but keeps the law will condemn you who have the
written code and circumcision but break the law. 22 For no one is a Jew who is merely
one outwardly, nor is circumcision outward and physical. 2° But a Jew is one inwardly,
and circumcision is a matter of the heart, by the Spirit, not by the letter. His praise is not
from man but from God.

Colossians 2:11-13 (ESV)

2 Corinthians 11:21-33 (ESV)

21To my shame, | must say, we were too weak for that! But whatever anyone else dares
to boast of—I am speaking as a fool—1 also dare to boast of that. 2> Are they Hebrews?
So am I. Are they Israelites? So am I. Are they offspring of Abraham? So am I. 23 Are they
servants of Christ? | am a better one—I am talking like a madman—with far greater
labors, far more imprisonments, with countless beatings, and often near death. 2*Five
times | received at the hands of the Jews the forty lashes less one. 2> Three times | was
beaten with rods. Once | was stoned. Three times | was shipwrecked; a night and a day |
was adrift at sea; 2° on frequent journeys, in danger from rivers, danger from robbers,
danger from my own people, danger from Gentiles, danger in the city, danger in the
wilderness, danger at sea, danger from false brothers; 2’ in toil and hardship, through
many a sleepless night, in hunger and thirst, often without food, in cold and exposure.

Romans 6:1-11 (ESV)

1 What shall we say then? Are we to continue in sin that grace may abound? 2By no
means! How can we who died to sin still live in it? 3 Do you not know that all of us who
have been baptized into Christ Jesus were baptized into his death? * We were buried
therefore with him by baptism into death, in order that, just as Christ was raised from
the dead by the glory of the Father, we too might walk in newness of life. > For if we
have been united with him in a death like his, we shall certainly be united with him in a
resurrection like his. ® We know that our old self was crucified with him in order that the
body of sin might be brought to nothing, so that we would no longer be enslaved to sin.
’For one who has died has been set free from sin. 2 Now if we have died with Christ, we
believe that we will also live with him. ° We know that Christ, being raised from the
dead, will never die again; death no longer has dominion over him. 1°For the death he
died he died to sin, once for all, but the life he lives he lives to God. ! So you also must
consider yourselves dead to sin and alive to God in Christ Jesus.

1 These are waterless springs and mists driven
by a storm. For them the gloom of utter darkness has been reserved. 8 For, speaking
loud boasts of folly, they entice by sensual passions of the flesh those who are barely
escaping from those who live in error. ° They promise them freedom, but they
themselves are slaves of corruption. For whatever overcomes a person, to that he is
enslaved. 2° For if, after they have escaped the defilements of the world through the
knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ, they are again entangled in them and
overcome, the last state has become worse for them than the first. 2! For it would have
been better for them never to have known the way of righteousness than after knowing
it to turn back from the holy commandment delivered to them. 22 What the true proverb
says has happened to them: “The dog returns to its own vomit, and the sow, after
washing herself, returns to wallow in the mire.”
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
