2For by it the people of old 
received their commendation. 3By faith we understand that 
the universe was created by the word of God, so that what 
is seen was not made out of things that are visible.  
 

 

 

4By faith Abel offered to God a more acceptable sacrifice 
than Cain, through which he was commended as righteous, 
God commending him by accepting his gifts. And through 
his faith, though he died, he still speaks. 5By faith Enoch 
was taken up so that he should not see death, and he was 
not found, because God had taken him. Now before he was 
taken he was commended as having pleased God. 6And 
without faith it is impossible to please him, for whoever 
would draw near to God must believe that he exists and 
that he rewards those who seek him. 7By faith Noah, being 
warned by God concerning events as yet unseen, in 
reverent fear constructed an ark for the saving of his 
household. By this he condemned the world and became an 
heir of the righteousness that comes by faith.  
 

 

 

8By faith Abraham obeyed when he was called to go out to 
a place that he was to receive as an inheritance. And he 
went out, not knowing where he was going. 9By faith he 
went to live in the land of promise, as in a foreign land, 
living in tents with Isaac and Jacob, heirs with him of the 
same promise. 10For he was looking forward to the city that 
has foundations, whose designer and builder is God.  
11By faith Sarah herself received power to conceive, even 
when she was past the age, since she considered him 
faithful who had promised. 12Therefore from one man, and 
him as good as dead, were born descendants as many as 
the stars of heaven and as many as the innumerable grains 
of sand by the seashore.

Hebrews 10:37–39 (ESV)  
37 For,  

“Yet a little while,  
and the coming one will come and will not delay;  

38 but my righteous one shall live by faith,  
and if he shrinks back,  

my soul has no pleasure in him.”  

39 But we are not of those who shrink back and are destroyed, but of those who have 
faith and preserve their souls.  
 
Creation 
 
Genesis 1:1–2:3 (ESV)  
1 In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth. 2 The earth was without form 
and void, and darkness was over the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God was 
hovering over the face of the waters.  

3 And God said, “Let there be light,” and there was light. 4 And God saw that the light 
was good. And God separated the light from the darkness. 5 God called the light Day, 
and the darkness he called Night. And there was evening and there was morning, the 
first day.  

6 And God said, “Let there be an expanse in the midst of the waters, and let it 
separate the waters from the waters.” 7 And God made the expanse and separated the 
waters that were under the expanse from the waters that were above the expanse.

The God of glory appeared to our father Abraham 
when he was in Mesopotamia, before he lived in Haran, 3 and said to him, ‘Go out from 
your land and from your kindred and go into the land that I will show you.’ 4 Then he 
went out from the land of the Chaldeans and lived in Haran. And after his father died, 
God removed him from there into this land in which you are now living. 5 Yet he gave 
him no inheritance in it, not even a foot’s length, but promised to give it to him as a 
possession and to his offspring after him, though he had no child. 6 And God spoke to 
this effect—that his offspring would be sojourners in a land belonging to others, who 
would enslave them and afflict them four hundred years.

Genesis 18:9–15 (ESV)  

9 They said to him, “Where is Sarah your wife?” And he said, “She is in the tent.” 10 
The LORD said, “I will surely return to you about this time next year, and Sarah your wife 
shall have a son.” And Sarah was listening at the tent door behind him. 11 Now Abraham 
and Sarah were old, advanced in years. The way of women had ceased to be with Sarah. 
12 So Sarah laughed to herself, saying, “After I am worn out, and my lord is old, shall I 
have pleasure?” 13 The LORD said to Abraham, “Why did Sarah laugh and say, ‘Shall I 
indeed bear a child, now that I am old?’ 14 Is anything too hard for the LORD? At the 
appointed time I will return to you, about this time next year, and Sarah shall have a 
son.” 15 But Sarah denied it, saying, “I did not laugh,” for she was afraid. He said, “No, 
but you did laugh.”

3 Abraham called the name of his son who was born to him, whom 
Sarah bore him, Isaac. 4 And Abraham circumcised his son Isaac when he was eight days 
old, as God had commanded him. 5 Abraham was a hundred years old when his son 
Isaac was born to him. 6 And Sarah said, “God has made laughter for me; everyone who 
hears will laugh over me.”  
 
Did Abraham own any land in Canaan? 
 
Genesis 23 (ESV)  
1 Sarah lived 127 years; these were the years of the life of Sarah. 2 And Sarah died at 
Kiriath-arba (that is, Hebron) in the land of Canaan, and Abraham went in to mourn for 
Sarah and to weep for her. 3 And Abraham rose up from before his dead and said to the 
Hittites, 4 “I am a sojourner and foreigner among you; give me property among you for a 
burying place, that I may bury my dead out of my sight.” 5 The Hittites answered 
Abraham, 6 “Hear us, my lord; you are a prince of God among us. Bury your dead in the 
choicest of our tombs. None of us will withhold from you his tomb to hinder you from 
burying your dead.” 7 Abraham rose and bowed to the Hittites, the people of the land. 8 
And he said to them, “If you are willing that I should bury my dead out of my sight, hear 
me and entreat for me Ephron the son of Zohar, 9 that he may give me the cave of 
Machpelah, which he owns; it is at the end of his field. For the full price let him give it to 
me in your presence as property for a burying place.”  

10 Now Ephron was sitting among the Hittites, and Ephron the Hittite answered 
Abraham in the hearing of the Hittites, of all who went in at the gate of his city, 11 “No, 
my lord, hear me: I give you the field, and I give you the cave that is in it. In the sight of 
the sons of my people I give it to you. Bury your dead.” 12 Then Abraham bowed down 
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before the people of the land. 13 And he said to Ephron in the hearing of the people of 
the land, “But if you will, hear me: I give the price of the field. Accept it from me, that I 
may bury my dead there.” 14 Ephron answered Abraham, 15 “My lord, listen to me: a 
piece of land worth four hundred shekels of silver, what is that between you and me? 
Bury your dead.” 16 Abraham listened to Ephron, and Abraham weighed out for Ephron 
the silver that he had named in the hearing of the Hittites, four hundred shekels of 
silver, according to the weights current among the merchants.  

17 So the field of Ephron in Machpelah, which was to the east of Mamre, the field with 
the cave that was in it and all the trees that were in the field, throughout its whole area, 
was made over 18 to Abraham as a possession in the presence of the Hittites, before all 
who went in at the gate of his city. 19 After this, Abraham buried Sarah his wife in the 
cave of the field of Machpelah east of Mamre (that is, Hebron) in the land of Canaan. 20 
The field and the cave that is in it were made over to Abraham as property for a burying 
place by the Hittites.
